October 2024 data for restraint incidents submitted to the Involuntary Examination, Restraint,
and Seclusion (known as IERS) web application is now available. The data have been posted
to the Program Accountability, Assessments & Data Systems web page and can be located
by scrolling down to the section titles “SWD Restraint Data — SY 2024-25,” and selecting the
appropriate month. Pursuant to section 1003.573(8), Florida Statutes, “The department shall
maintain aggregate data of incidents of restraint and disaggregate the data for analysis by county,
