Font type in the eBook is fixed, but the size can be adjusted by zooming on the page to increase
magnification using the browser zoom tools. Colors and background colors cannot be adjusted
at this time. Text-to-speech tools are integrated into the ebook and can be accessed via the
audio button within the book. There are no videos available for this program. Refreshable braille
display is not currently available.

2. How are the following navigation features provided in the instructional materials:

¢ Non-text navigation elements (buttons, icons, etc.) can be adjusted in size.
¢ All navigation elements and menu items have keyboard shortcuts.
¢ All navigation information can be sent to refreshable Braille displays.

Zoom is available using normal browser capability. Keyboard shortcuts and Refreshable Braille
displays are not yet supported.

Highlighted text and notes
from the ebook can be exported to a PDF document. Note-taking tools are available in the
ebook, as well as in the course area of ConnectED.
