using Bookshelf will respond to contrast display changes in the operating systems. Adjusting the type of
fonts and colors can increase the readability of the content for some students

There is a button for magnification but only one size and this can only be done by magnifying the entire
screen. Being able to adjust the size of buttons and icons helps students who use switch systems to
control a computer.
