Comment: The publisher has reported that magnification, on-screen keyboards, and speech-to-text
features are available through the accessibility options for the device. The publisher uses iSpeech for
text-to speech, which is embedded within the website. There are no options for switch scanning or text
to ASL other than using an outside website to translate.
