Strategies for Encouraging Active NAEP Participation 

Prepare and Schedule NAEP


□ Add NAEP to your school calendar

□ Use the MyNAEP website to track assessment activities for NAEP


□ Use the MyNAEP website to communicate with the NAEP staff

□ Notify students selected for NAEP prior to assessment day


□ Post an announcement about NAEP on your school website

□ Place an announcement in the school bulletin the week before assessment


□ Announce the date to the PTSA or parent advisory committee


□ Give teachers a list of students with testing time and location


□ Use the NAEP Appointment Card

□ Make an announcement on the day of the assessment


□ Place an announcement in the school bulletin on assessment day

Work with Teachers


□ Announce NAEP at a school faculty meeting


□ Show the NAEP teacher video to school faculty


□ Share the NAEP teacher PowerPoint presentation with the school faculty

Motivate Students

□ Show the NAEP student video and PowerPoint to selected students and post both to the school website


□ Publish an article about NAEP in the school newspaper or newsletter

□ Provide students with references to the Nation’s Report Card website to find additional resources and past 



results

□ Mention NAEP at a class meeting, focusing on how important it is for all selected students to participate


□ Encourage class president to make an announcement about NAEP at a class meeting


□ Arrange for class advisors to urge the students to participate

□ Schedule a time for the you, the school NAEP coordinator, to meet with students selected for NAEP individually or in small groups before the assessment


□ Facilitate having the principal greet students at the sessions and offer encouragement 


□ Give a pep talk prior to the beginning of each assessment session


□ Thank students for participating in NAEP:


○ Informal – verbal thank you from school coordinator, principal, counselor, etc.


○ Formal – letter, certificate, recognition at assembly, etc.

Incentives


□ NAEP Certificate of Volunteer Service that can be used to earn Community Service hours


□ Free tickets to a school event


□ Recognition at a school or awards assembly


□ A drawing for a yearbook, school dance tickets, etc.

□ Lunch or hall passes


□ Preferential parking passes (grade 12 only)


□ Breakfast
□ Pizza party (or any other type of party where food/prizes/entertainment/etc. will be provided)
