HOw MANY STUDENTS GRADUATE FROM FLORIDA COLLEGES?

In 2011-12, a record 105,762 degrees and certificates were earned by students in The Florida College System
(FCS). Table 1 below contains statewide completion data for the last five years. The total number of degrees and
certificates awarded increased 13.4% percent from the previous year. Florida’s comprehensive articulation agreement
makes the AA degree a cost effective pathway to a bachelor’s degree (2+2 Pathways to Success).

These students are mid-career
professionals who already have a bachelor’s degree and are seeking teaching certification via an alternate approach.
